$18,000 — Funds cannot be used to purchase band instruments — Brainstormed
the following ideas - Science equipment, Field Trips, Marquee, Curtain in MPR,
Girls’ Basketball Uniforms, Shading for JH Hallway, Tables for Library,
Computers — We will send an email to Linda Virgil asking if any of these ideas
qualify to be purchased from the Greatest Needs Account.

i. GNAZ partnership — not discussed because Gary did not attend meeting.

ii. Parking for visitors — Two 20 Minute spaces created in front of school — ask
Office Staff to remind parents of the spaces as they come in the Office, remind
of these spaces on Weekly Callout and February Newsletter.

iii. Current needs — Library-help with moving books, Flowerbeds, Doorstops in all
rooms, Gopher problem, PreK & Kinder Restrooms need to be added.
