KELLIS PARKING POLICIES AND GUIDELINES 

 
• Students are to park only in their designated, numbered +space. 

• Parking space assignments are non-transferable. 
• Parking passes should be placed on the rearview mirror with numbered portion facing front of the 

vehicle.  Passes must be displayed when the registered vehicle is parked in the student parking lot. 

• Students found parking in other spots will be ticketed and face disciplinary consequences. 

• The Kellis student parking lot is monitored by campus security, but students utilize it at their own risk.   

• PUSD and Raymond S. Kellis High School are not responsible for theft or vandalism. Lock your 

vehicle. 

• All vehicles entering the RSK Student Parking Lot are subject to search by school authorities and/or 

law enforcement personnel.  Search may be conducted without warrant for any reasonable purpose.  

Following   notice of intent to search, the vehicle will not be permitted to leave the premises without 

permission. 

• Loitering in the RSK Parking Lot is prohibited. 
• Speed may not exceed 10 MPH in the parking lot. 

• Drivers involved in accidents are responsible for contacting local authorities and insurance companies. 
• Pedestrians always have the right-of-way on campus. 

• Driving in a manner that is deemed unsafe or hazardous is grounds for immediate revocation of all 

campus driving privileges. 

We have read and understand each of the above policies and guidelines for RSK students seeking 

a parking permit. We understand that non-compliance with any of the guidelines mentioned 

above may result in temporary or permanent suspension of parking privileges.
