electricians are often self-employed.  The Median Salary for an electrician is $56,180 annual. 
 

A successful electrician needs proper training, a good sense of balance, hand-eye coordina-

tion, physical fitness and a solid work ethic. Experienced electricians can become supervisors, 

project managers or superintendents in the construction field.
