WHO MAY APPLY FOR A PERMIT? 
• Seniors, Juniors and Sophomores may purchase a parking permit at Peoria High School.   
 

HOW DO I APPLY FOR PARKING PERMIT? 

• Students must complete the application form and return it to the PHS Bookstore with a payment by 
cash, check, or credit card.  (Cardholder must be present if paying by credit card) 

• Students will need to bring: 
1. a current vehicle registration  
2. the up-to-date proof of insurance  
3. driver’s license 

 

FEES: 
• Cost of a 2020-21 Peoria parking permit is $40.00 and will expire after one school year.  The fee is 

non-refundable. 

• Replacement of a lost or stolen Peoria parking permit is $10.00. 

• Permit applications will not be processed if you have any unpaid debts, fees or past due 
textbooks or library books. 

 

PROPER USE OF PERMITS: 
• Students are required to have a parking permit properly displayed from the rear-view mirror to park 

in the parking lot from 7:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  Citations will be issued if not displayed properly. 

• Students may only park in the spot that is assigned to them and that corresponds to their parking 
permit. 

• Any student who stops attending Peoria or graduates early is asked to turn in their permit to the 
Bookstore.  The student cannot give or sell their permit to another student.  

• Disciplinary action will be taken with those students who fail to comply with the driving and parking 
regulations.
