INSTRUMENT ACCESSORIES
All band members need a few small items to play and
maintain their instruments.

Flute: cleaning rod, small soft cloth

Clarinet: 3-5 playable reeds*, reed guard, swab, cork
grease

Saxophone: 3-5 playable reeds*, reed guard, swab, cork
grease, neck strap

Trumpet, Baritone, and Tuba: valve oil (preferably “Al
Cass”), tuning slide grease, soft cloth/rag (not polishing
cloth!) for wiping grease

Horn: rotary valve oil, slide grease, soft cloth/rag for
wiping grease

Trombone: slide cream (preferably “Trombone”), small
spray bottle, soft cloth

Percussion: bell kit (5t" grade only), practice pad,
drumsticks (size 5B or 2B), 6" grade medium yarn
mallets, Jr. High Timpani sticks

*A note about reeds: Clarinet and saxophone players

use reeds to play their instrument. These reeds are very

delicate and will need to be replenished throughout the
year. They come in a variety of sizes and brands. Here
are Mr. Pietsch’s recommendations:
