Dear Freshman Coyotes and Parents,

The Arizona State Board of Education mandates that high schools test all 9th grade students. On Tuesday, April
15t and Wednesday, April 2", Centennial will administer the ACT Aspire test to all freshmen. The ACT Aspire
monitors student growth and progress toward college and career readiness. It also provides students and families
with a predictive score for the actual ACT, which students will take during their junior year.

The ACT Aspire exam must be taken on school-issued laptops. This two-day test will feature a special schedule
and unique early release times:
