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Tryout Information

In order to participate, all athletes need the following:

1) CLEARANCE.  This can only be obtained if you have received a physical, received your concussion certificate from aiaonline.org, and created and completed your account in “Register My Athlete” https://www.registermyathlete.com/.  If you do not do these things, you cannot be cleared, even for tryouts; therefore, it’s imperative that you get that immediately.  Please click on “Athletic Clearance” under the Athletics tab for more information. Also, every player must have the district’s COVID waiver turned in before they can practice.
2) Please wear proper athletic shoes and mesh shorts.  We highly recommend players not buying brand new shoes for the season until after tryouts. 
3) Practices are open to the trainer, the coaching staff, and administration.  Please understand it is to give the athletes a chance to give their full attention without any distractions.

4) Parent night (information will come after the tryouts are complete) will be Saturday, November 13th. This is mandatory for all parents of athletes who make the team. It will follow our Commitment Day which will go from 1:30-3:30. We will begin the meeting the gym at 4:00-5:00. 
5) The basketball season requires full commitment on behalf of all participants. Vacations, appointment, etc. will have to be scheduled around basketball events.

6) All three levels will practice most of the winter break and all practices are mandatory.

Any player who makes the team will need to pay a participation fee.
