Subject Tests are in the areas of Literature, U.S. History, Mathematics Level |, Mathematics Level 2, Biology E/M,
Chemistry, Physics, French, and Spanish. Students choose to take a Subject Tests to stand out in college admissions.
While colleges don’t require them, they do use them for admission to get a more complete picture of applicants. This is
an opportunity to show your strength as a student to colleges.

Fee waivers are available through your School Counselor and the Guidance Office— you must be eligible for free/reduced
lunch through the National Student Lunch Program. A fee waiver allows you to take the exam for free. You are allowed
up to 2. Apply for free/reduced lunch at: www.peoria.schoollunchapp.com You can check here to see if your family

If you are eligible for and use a fee waiver, the College Board will also give you up to 4 application fee waivers to college.
Applying to college is an expensive process, with fees ranging from $25 to $100 per application (depending on the
school).
